Expression of interest: Presenting work at the South London CVS Partnership Seminar
Introduction

Clinks and NAVCA, funded by the Ministry of Justice, are working together to enable a series of events at which good practice and innovative approaches to local partnership working in the Criminal Justice System (CJS) will be shared at an event hosted by a local infrastructure organisation (LIO), with participants invited from the voluntary and community sector (VCS) and statutory CJS agencies.  
In conjunction with South London CVS Partnership, Clinks invites expressions of interest in showcasing such work from VCS organisations in South London boroughs at a seminar to be held in Croydon on Friday 23 March, 10.00 - 2.00pm, hosted by Croydon Voluntary Action.

The seminar
After an introductory session on changes in the Criminal Justice System and how these are affecting the VCS, there will be four 30 minute sessions during the morning, in which organisations representing CJS partnerships have the opportunity to present on their work.  For example, hosts Croydon Voluntary Action and Croydon Probation Service will jointly present on their New Routes project.  

The audience will be invited from the local infrastructure organisations and their CJS agency partners, some of whom will already work jointly to deliver projects.  Others will be looking for ideas and useful experience that supports joint working and better engagement.  Of these, one organisation will receive a small grant to produce a case study of work they do following the seminar, which will form part of the final report produced by Clinks and NAVCA.
There will be an opportunity to exhibit and bring leaflets to support networking and information exchange for display at the venue, and a networking lunch will be provided.

The presentation

Each 30 minute session should describe and illustrate partnership working to deliver better services for people in the criminal justice system, their families, victims and communities, focusing on one or more of the following: 
· Local partnership working within the CJS, illustrating how the VCS can be engaged operationally and strategically
· The practical development and sustainability of local CJS forums and networks 
· Development and sustainability of the VCS in the current commissioning and funding landscape

The presentation should last around 20 minutes, leaving approximately 10 minutes at the end for audience questions.  Co-presentation by cross-sector partners is encouraged, as is creative presentation, so although the usual PowerPoint and flipcharts will be provided, presentations do not have to be confined to these visual aids.  

There is a small grant available to enable the preparation of the presentation.  If there are more expressions of interest than there are available sessions, the information supplied on this form will be used by Clinks and South London CVS Partnership to determine which applications are successful.
