Expression of interest: Producing a case study of work undertaken following South London CVS Partnership Seminar
Introduction

Clinks and NAVCA, funded by the Ministry of Justice, are working together to enable a series of events at which good practice and innovative approaches to local partnership working in the Criminal Justice System (CJS) will be shared at an event hosted by a local infrastructure organisation (LIO), with participants invited from the voluntary and community sector (VCS) and statutory CJS agencies.  
In conjunction with South London CVS Partnership, Clinks invites expressions of interest in showcasing such work from VCS organisations in South London boroughs at a seminar to be held in Croydon on Friday 23 March, 10.00 - 2.00pm, hosted by Croydon Voluntary Action.  
The seminar
After an introductory session on changes in the Criminal Justice System and how these are affecting the VCS, there will be four 30 minute sessions during the morning, in which organisations representing CJS partnerships have the opportunity to present on their work.  For example, hosts Croydon Voluntary Action will jointly present on their New Routes project with partners from Croydon Probation.  

The audience will be invited from the local infrastructure organisations and their CJS agency partners, some of whom will already work jointly to deliver projects.  Others will be looking for ideas and useful experience that supports joint working and better engagement.  Of these, one organisation will receive a small grant to produce a case study of work they do following the seminar, which will form part of the final report produced by Clinks and NAVCA.
There will be an opportunity to exhibit and bring leaflets to support networking and information exchange for display at the venue, and a networking lunch will be provided.
The case study
If your organisation is interested in starting or developing any of the following types of activity, please consider applying to complete a written case study of your work on one or more of:

· Partnership working or engagement with CJS agencies by a local VCS agency following the event
· An activity such as setting up a network or forum as a result of the event
· Partnership working between the VCS and a statutory CJS agency to deliver new or improved services for people in the criminal justice system, their families, victims and communities. 
A template for the case study will be provided, along with examples of previous work in other regions.  The Clinks Local Development Officer will provide support to enable production of the case study and negotiate further support from any of the organisations presenting good practice or innovative approaches at the seminar.
There is a small grant available to enable the production of a case study by one LIO or VCO, or partnership.  The information supplied on the form below will be used by Clinks and South London CVS Partnership to determine which application is successful.
